2009 Harvest, It$s a Wrap
Harvest 2009 is &nished.  Overall our yields are up from the very 
light 2008 vintage.  We originally thought we would have an even 
larger crop but ultimately our yields were still below average.  When 
we began harvest, our earliest ripening vineyards came in about 1!2 
weeks later than in the past 2 years.  Slowly, the other vineyards 
caught up and were harvest approximately at the same time as they 

were in 2007 and 2008.  Our &rst grapes to be harvested in the  
middle of  September were from our Rutherford Firehouse Vineyard, 
Oakville Ames Vineyards and our Yountvil le Wol% Vineyard.  Early 
October saw us bring in the D$Adamo Vineyard.  By Halloween, our Howell Mountain Buckeye Vineyard 
Cabernet came in.  The quality of 2009 wines looks very promising.  They have beautiful aromatics and they 
taste very balanced.  It is still early but we think it wil l be a great vintage.  It$s a wrap!
